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Lizardlady’ s Dragon/lizard Pattern

small dragon body is 14” long and so is tail,. front legs are on separate page as are back legs  

large dragon body is 17” long and tail is 20” long.

Front leg and back leg are each on one page

Wing sizes are the same, you may want to enlarge for big dragon or decrease for small dragon, eyes are 2” in diamitor for small dragon and 3” for large dragon, they are just circles to start with, it is what you do with them after.

2 yards of fabric, can use 2 different colors, 1       yard each
 Batting for wings and ears, approximately ½ yd.

20 gage wire for wings 3  18” pieces
 2 glass or plastic 24mm cat eyes
 Plastic eyelashes
  **Fiberfill** ( I use Fairfield)

Polyfill stuffing

plastic pellets and/ or coarse sand for ends of feet (about 3 cups)

Ball point needle size 70/9 for sewing metallic fabric

Hemostats for turning

Fancy trim for clothing and jewels for decorating lizards and dragons

Glue, I use either glue gun or Aileen’s Jewel it

Set machine for small stitches.

RST means right sides of fabric together

RSO means right side of fabric out
Embellishments of choice

(Hint) you can make the fabric more stable by ironing on fusible interfacing to the underside of it before cutting out pattern.

(Hint) Most of this stretch metallic has wide selvage so make sure you are not on that part when laying out pattern pieces. (I trim it off)

1. Double fabric, RST, or if using two different fabrics, place RST and 
treat as a doubled fabric. Place one pattern piece each for body, tail, and 
eye on the doubled fabric 2 wings for each fabri= 4 total pieces cut.

Place two pattern pieces for each arm and leg, one reversed, for legs and arms.  Straight of grain is usual, but, depending on fabric, cross grain can sometimes work. Cut out pattern pieces (all seam allowance is ½” on every piece but body and that is 5/8”)

make sure you reverse the direction of the left legs from the right when cutting out.

 He has right and left feet you know

Hint, you might want to sew the toe lines twice

2.Stitch hind legs, carefully forming toes by sewing to a point, and taking a stitch between the toes.  Turn right side out, and mark or pin fill 

line.  

(Hint) I use hemostats to turn the toes. Insert into each toe and grab the end and pull toward you to turn toes.

 Fill the toes with pellets or sand with funnel to where the ankle would be on a leg
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Using coarse sand or plastic pellets, fill to first line, stitch. Continue stuffing the next section and stitch and fill  the top with fibertull using the fiberfill to top. Stuffing should be medium to firm. Baste closed.

3. Repeat above for arms

4. Stitch tail together Turn RSO. Stuff tip with fiberfill, then insert wire. Continue stuffing tail firmly. Baste opening closed.

Now you are going to find out why I use stretch fabric! Grin

I have made notches on both the top and bottom body pieces of the lizard/dragon. Now you are going to take the bottom body piece and lay it over the top piece where you have basted the legs. Make sure you have the right side of the fabric facing down.  Start pinning the bottom to the top. 

(Hint) I pin closely starting at his head and then match the bottom of the body and pin up to where I started to pin the head. Stretching the fabric over where the legs are as I go. I first pin on one side and then the other.
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5. Lay out top of body, right side up.  Place legs and arms in position, toes and hands toward the center of body?.  Baste in position. Place right side of bottom body piece on top, pin in place.  Stitch around complete body, leaving an opening at lower end open for turning. Turn body right 

side out. 

 Now you are going to sew the bottom to the top. Start at the nose and sew around to the bottom opening on one side. Now go back to the nose where you started before and sew around to the other bottom opening.

Now you are ready to turn the lizard/dragonRSO.

(Hint) when turning the body work carefully pulling each leg out the bottom opening one at a time. The stretch fabric will help you maneuver this.
Stuff firmly with fiberfill. 

6.  Pin tail on top of the dragon with tip of tail pointing to dragon head. Pin the tail to one side of the dragon body, make sure the fabrics match if you are using a different one for the belly
Baste in place manipulate around and machine sew this together on one side of tail next. Hand sew the opening in the lower end of the dragon, 
enclosing tail end

Eyes and Horns

7.  Take the circle (which are actually the dragon's horns) and fold each in half, RST, forming a half moon shape.  Sew along the curve, leaving a small opening for turning. Turn right side out, and stitch opening closed.  

8. Place on dragon's head, where eyebrows would be, bottom corners in and toward the nose, top corners forming a sort of horn.   

9. .Attach plastic eye lashes to cat eyes and glue under horn half circle.

For the baby lizards eye lids, cut a circle in half and place over the plastic eye and glue in place like an eyelid

10. Wings 
 Fold fabric, RST.  Place a piece of batting on top of fabric. Place wing 
pattern piece on top, pin securely, then cut out two pair.  Stitch each pair 
together, leaving a narrow opening for turning.  Turn RSO hand stitch the turning opening closed but leave the very ends of the wings open, the narrow part. So you can insert wire. Stitch 
around the outside wing, forming a casing for the wire.  Stitch the webs in the center of each wing. Insert wire into each side of the wing casing. , I form other casings in the center of the wing to insert wire in there also.   The wire enables the wing to be positioned.

11.  Now you should have measured the wires so they insert in the wing and a little bit sticks out at the opening of wing. Take both wings and put them together at the small ends where the wire sticks out. Insert the ends of each wing wire into the other wing so they are stable and stitch closed, you may glue if you like, smile I use a large pretty pin or some decoration to hide any stitches here and it also helps secure the wings to the body


EARS

12.   Repeat above directions for the ears, except for sewing a casing and 
placing of wire.  Turn right side out, fold as if for a fan, and machine zig zag to hold in place, if the ear is too long you may snip off some of the end

13. Attaching Wings and Ears
 Measure half way down the dragons back and place the wings there so they look even from the front and back. 

14. Hand sew Wings in place with heavy thread or dental floss.  Add a decorative pin in the middle of the wings to help secure to body

15. .  Decide on placement for ears and mark This is on the side of the dragons head slightly behind the eye

16. . Make a small slit, and insert the ears.  Stitch or glue closed.
  Your Dragon is now finished--except, Dragons love to be embellished!  To 
them it is almost as good as a belly rub!  So let them whisper in your ear, 
and follow their instructions
